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1.0 - SAFETY

1.1 - Operation Safety

Always perform a pre-operation check before starting the engine.
Properly clean and maintain the equipment.

Operate the generator according to instructions for safe and dependable
service.

Before operating the generator, read the user manual carefully.
Otherwise, it may result in personal injuries or equipment damage.
Never run the generator in an enclosed area to avoid harm from exhaust
emissions of a poisonous carbon monoxide gas.

Be careful not to touch the exhaust system or discharge tubing during
operation due to risk of burns.

Pay attention to the warning labels. The engine exhaust system will
become heated during operation and remain hot immediately after the
engine is stopped.

Diesel fuel is a flammable and explosive liquid. Refuel in a well ventilated
area with the engine stopped.

When refueling the generator, keep it away from cigarettes, open flames,
smoke and/or sparks.

Connections for standby power to a building’s electrical system must be
done by a qualified electrician and must comply with all applicable laws
and electrical codes. Improper connections may cause serious injuries
to electrical workers during a power outage, and when the utility power
is restored, the generator may explode or cause fires.

Place the generator at least 3ft away from buildings or other equipment
during operation.

Run the generator on a level surface. If the generator tilts, fuel spillage
may result.

Know how to stop the generator quickly and understand operation of

all the controls. Never permit anyone to operate the generator without
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proper instructions.

Keep children, pets and machinery with rotating parts away during
operation.

Do not operate the generator in rain or snow.

Do not allow any moisture to come in contact with the generator.

1.2 - AC Safety Guidelines

Before connecting the generator to an electrical device or power cord:

Make sure that everything is in proper working order. Faulty devices or
power cords can lead to an electrical shock.

Turn off the generator immediately if the device begins to operate
abnormally. Then disconnect the device and investigate the problem.
Make sure that the electrical rating of the device does not exceed that of
the generator. If the power level of the device is between the maximum
output power and the running power of the generator, the generator
should not be used for more than 30 minutes.

The connections from the generator to the household power supply
should be done by professional electrical technicians. Improper

connections may lead to a fire hazard or damages to the generator set.

1.3 - Maintenance Safety

After any maintenance is performed, wash immediately using soap and
clean water because repeated exposure to lubricant may cause skin
irritation.

Do not clean the filter element with flammable liquids like gasoline
because explosion may occur.

Turn off the generator set before performing any maintenance.
Otherwise it can cause severe personal injury or death.

Allow the generator set to cool down before performing any
maintenance.

Always wear safety glasses when cleaning the generator set with air.

Do not clean the generator set with a pressure washer because it can
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cause damage to the generator set.

e Before working with batteries, ventilate the area, wear safety glasses, do
not smoke and always disconnect the negative cable first and reconnect
it last.

e Use rubber gloves when coming into contact with engine oil.

e Always stop the generator set before removing the oil filler cap.

e  Only qualified maintenance personnel with knowledge of fuels,
electricity, and machinery hazards should perform maintenance

procedures.

1.4 - Other Safety Hazards
e To avoid breathing in poisonous carbon monoxide from the exhaust
gases, adequate ventilation should be provided if the generator set is
running in a partially enclosed space.
e If the generator set is stored outdoors, check all the electrical
components on the control panel before each use. Moisture can

damage the generator and can lead to an electric shock.

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3.0 Pre-Operation Inspection

Exhaust gas contains poisonous carbon monoxide. Never run the generator
in an enclosed area. Be sure to provide adequate ventilation. Operate the
generator on a level surface. If the generator is tilted, fuel spillage may result.
Keep away from rotating parts while the generator is running. The generator is

air-cooled and may be damaged if ventilation is not adequate.

Do not touch the alternator while the generator is operational. Do not operate
in fog, high-humidity or rain. Ensure proper grounding prior to starting the

generator.

3.1 - Engine Oil Check
Generator engine ships without oil - add oil before starting for the first time and
check oil before every subsequent use. Engine oil is a major factor affecting
engine performance and service life. Non-detergent or vegetable oils are not

recommended.

1. Ensure the generator is on a level surface.

2. Inspect engine oil:

e Take out the oil filler cap and clean the dipstick.

e Check the oil level by reinserting the oil filler cap without rotating it.
Remove the ail filler cap and examine the oil level. If the oil level is at

or below the lower level, refill the oil to the upper limit mark. (10W30)
Reinsert the oil filler cap and tighten securely. (Refer to figure)

3.2 - Fuel Level Check
1. Check the fuel level by reading the gauge or removing the fuel tank cap
to visually check the level.

2. Refuel if level is too low. Tighten the fuel tank cap securely after refilling.

Refuel in a well-ventilated area with the engine stopped. Do not smoke or
allow open flames or sparks in the area where the generator is being refueled
or where diesel is stored. Do not overfill the tank. Be careful not to spill fuel
when refueling. Wipe up any spilled fuel and let the area dry before starting

the engine.

Diesel substitutes such as biodiesel are not recommended. They may be

harmful to the fuel system components.
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3.3 - Check the Air Filter

1. Remove the metal cover on the canopy.

2. Remove the screw on the outside of the air filter cover.
3. Remove the screw on the air filter element and carefully remove the filter

element.

Air filter should be checked and cleaned according to the Maintenance
Schedule. Always inspect air filter before using the generator. Clean Air Filter
every 3 months or after 50hrs of operation according the Air Filter Service

procedure.
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4.0 - OPERATION

4.1 - Before Starting
1. Disconnect all devices prior to starting the generator set
Ensure that the engine switch is in the OFF position.

3. Ensure that the circuit breaker is in the OFF position.
4. Properly ground the generator set

Ensure that the throttle of the engine is in the STOP position

CHECK FUEL PIPING
This generator ships without fuel or oil inside the engine.
e Inspect fuel lines for air prior to filling up with fuel: drain air by removing
the screw on the fuel pump and slowly filling the pump until no more air

comes out.

CONNECTING THE ELECTRIC START BATTERY
1. Connect the red cable with the positive terminal of the battery. Ensure
the connection is secured by using the fastener at the battery terminal.
2. Connect the black cable with the negative terminal of the battery. Ensure

the connection is secured by using the fastener at the battery terminal.

Ensure that the battery has been connected properly prior to startup. Do
not reverse the polarity of the terminals when charging the battery. Serious

damage to the generator and/or battery may occur. Do not attempt to connect

HYUNDAI 19



the battery while the generator engine is running. Disconnect the cables from

the battery while the generator is in storage.

This generator runs on diesel fuel. Wipe off any spilled fuel immediately and
before using the generator. Do not use gasoline, biodiesel, kerosene or ethanol
fuels as these can permanently damage the engine. Do not operate indoors
or in areas with restricted ventilation. Keep a safe area of 6 feet around the

generator when it is in operation.

Do not touch the generator casing or or place objects on top while it is in
operation. Do not operate in wet or foggy environments. Do not smoke near or
around the generator while it is in use or in storage.To ensure a longer engine
life, it is recommended that the engine runs for 30 hours prior to connecting a
full load. This breaking-in period allows manufacturing defects to be detected

prior to critical use.

GROUND TERMINAL
Before using generator, a ground wire must be connected to the ground terminal.
The Ground terminal is located on the Front Panel. Before using the ground terminal

consult a qualified electrician.

The HCP6500D generator can be started using three methods.

4.2 - Starting the Generator Set

ELECTRIC STARTING METHOD
Batteries produce explosive gases. Keep sparks, flames and cigarettes away
from the battery. To prevent the possibility creating sparks near the battery,
connect the charging cables to the battery terminals first, then to the generator.

When disconnecting, remove cables at generator first.

1. Disconnect all devices from the generator prior to starting.

2. Turn throttle to the RUN position.

3. Press the circuit breaker to the OFF position.

4. |If engine is cold, press and hold the heater button for approximately 30
seconds.
5. Turn engine switch ON and push the engine ignition button until the

generator starts. Do not push the ignition button for more than 10

seconds. Wait one minute between ignition attempts.

If electric start does not turn of the generator after three attempts, contact

customer support. Repeated attempts could damage the ignition mechanism.

6. Allow engine to run for approximately 2 minutes before connecting a
load. After the engine has warmed up, press the circuit breaker to the

ON position.

REMOTE START METHOD
1. Follow Steps 1-4 from the Electricl Start Method
2. Turn engine switch to ON position
3. Holding the remote control, pull out the antenna and slide the protective
cover open to reveal the power button. Point the antenna to the

generator and press the ON (closed lock) button to start.

Do not leave generator unattended when engine switch is ON. Engine can
be easily started by accidentally pressing the remote control button or the

ignition button on the control panel.

After using the remote control starter, push in the antenna and slide the
protective cover back to its original position. Do not leave remote control

unattended.

If the remote control is out of power, remove the back cover and replace the
battery. You must be within 164 feet and have an unobstructed view of the

generator to start.
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4.3 - Using the Generator Set
Allow the engine to run for approximately 2 minutes immediately after starting. This
allows it to warm-up and ensures better performance. During the warm-up period,

inspect the generator for excessive vibration and irregular noises.

ADDING A LOAD

1. All devices should be turned off prior to connecting. Switches should
remain in the OFF position.

2. Start the generator according to section 4.2

3. When the voltage indicator shows a minimum of 90% of the rated
device load, proceed with step 4.

4. Insert the plug of the device into the receptacle based on the voltage
requirement of the device.

5. Lift the Master Breaker switch to ON position and turn on the device.

To stop the engine in an emergency, immediately press the Emergency Stop

button located on the control panel.
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In order to maintain generator’s performance:

e Always connect the generator to the ground terminal to prevent
electrical shock.

e Add the watt ratings of all the loads that the generator set will be
powering at the same time. Make sure that total wattage will not exceed
the generator rating.

EXAMPLE:

A generator set rated 5000W can power two 1500W heaters, a 900W circular saw,
a 500W drill and a 100W light at the same time (4500W combined). However, to
operate a second 900W saw, it will be necessary to disconnect one of the 1500 W

heaters.

During operation, ensure that the generator is running properly. Check for

excessive vibration and sudden drops in the running volume.

Check the color of the exhaust - if it is noticeably black or white, this is an

indication of an improper fuel-to-air mixture or a system overload.

USING DC OUTPUT TERMINALS
You can use 12V 8.3A DC output to charge automotive batteries. Be sure to

monitor the battery charge time.

Over-charge may cause explosion and injury

1. Connect the positive (red) terminal of the battery to the red (positive)
terminal the 12V 8.3A DC Output Terminal on the front panel

2. Connect negative(black) terminal of the battery to the black (negative)
terminal of the 12V 8.3A DC Output terminal on the front panel (DO NOT
REVERSE POLARITY OF CONNECTIONS)

3. Start the generator according to section 4.3
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An explosive hydrogen gas is discharged through vent holes in the battery
during charging. Do not allow sparks or open flames around the generator or

battery during the charging process.

Electrolyte fluid can burn eyes and clothing. Be extremely careful to avoid any
contact. If injured, wash the affected area immediately with large amounts of

water and seek medical attention immediately.

When charging a large capacity battery or totally discharged battery, excessive

current may force the DC breaker to turn off. In this case, use a battery charger.

GROUND FAULT CIRCUIT INTERRUPTER RECEPTACLE (GFCI)

All receptacles are protected by the GFCI for protection against electrical shock.

Using the generator in rain, snow, or in water can lead to electrical shock.
Always keep your generator dry and away from any water sources. Perform
the following test monthly to ensure proper operation. If used outdoors

unprotected from the weather, make sure to test before each use.

TEST BUTTON
The test button should extend with a click. If the test button does not extend, take it

to your Hyundai-authorized generator service center.

RESET BUTTON

If the reset button extends during operation, unplug all appliances from the GFCI
receptacle. The reset button should be flush with the test button. If the reset button
is not flush with the test button, take it to your Hyundai-authorized generator service

center.

Turn off all the connected devices and disconnect from outlets.
Turn the master breaker switch to the OFF position.

Allow the generator set run for a few minutes to cool down.

To stop the engine:

Electric Start: press engine switch to the OFF position

Remote Start: press the OFF key (open lock) on the remote control

Rotate the fuel valve lever back to the OFF position (horizontal position).

In case of emergency, press the Emergency Stop button located on the control

panel. Using the Emergency Stop system may damage some connected

devices. Do not use the Emergency Stop as a regular method for stopping

the generator. Contact customer support before using the generator again

following the use of the Emergency Stop procedure .
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5.0 - MAINTENANCE

5.1 - Importance of Maintenance

Proper maintenance ensures safe, economical and trouble-free operation. Improper
maintenance may cause the generator to malfunction and can lead to serious
injuries. Contact Hyundai Power Customer Support if you have any maintenance

questions.

5.2 - Maintenance Schedule

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5.3 - General Inspection

1. Look for fuel leaks around the fuel tank, fuel hose, and fuel valve. Close
the fuel valve and repair leaks immediately.

2. Look and listen for exhaust leaks while the engine is running. Have all
the leaks repaired before continuing operation.

3. Check for dirt and debris and clean as necessary

4. Check the engine oil level and add oil as necessary.

Do not use gasoline or low flash point solvents for cleaning. They are flammable

and could explode under certain conditions.

5.4 - Air Filter Service

Using gasoline or other flammable solvents can cause a fire or explosion. Clean
the air filter using soapy water or a non-flammable cleaner. Do not operate this

product without an air filter.

1. Remove the metal cover on the canopy.

2. Remove the screw on the outside of the air filter cover.

3. Remove the screw on the air filter element and carefully remove the filter
element.

4. Clean the filter using warm water. Do not use chemicals or detergents.
Wring out excess water or solvent and allow filter to air-dry.

5. Replace element as needed - do not reinstall a damaged filter. Replace
the filter after the first 100 hours of use (requires replacing every 500
hours after that). Replace filter every 100 hours (50 hours in dusty
environment area)

6. Fasten filter to the assembly using the supplied screw and place the
cover element on top.

7. Place metal canopy and fasten all required screws. Do not operate
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generator with the canopy cover removed.

8. 4. If the foam element is dirty, clean it in warm soapy water, rinse, and
allow it to dry thoroughly, or clean in non-flammable solvent and allow to
dry.

9. Dip the foam element in clean engine oil, then squeeze out all excess oil.
The engine will smoke when started if too much oil is left in the filter.

10. Wipe dirt from the air filter unit and cover using a moist rag.

5.5 - Oil Change and Oil Drainage
Used motor oil can cause skin irritations if left in long-tern contact with skin.
Wash hands thoroughly with soap and water after handling oil. Do not dispose
of used oil in drains or on soil. Local service shops provide environmentally-

friendly disposal methods.

1. Stop the engine and remove oil filler cap.

2. Place a pan under the oil drain plug.

3. Remove the oil drain screw and allow the oil to completely drain into
the pan. Draining engine oil should be done soon after the engine has
stopped running. It is very difficult to drain the oil if it is cold.

4. Remove the prime oil filter and clean with a soft brush and diesel fuel.
Filter requires cleaning every 100 hours and replacing every 500 hours.

5. Reinstall drain screw before filling the engine with fresh oil. Do not
overfill oil reservoir.

6. Using a funnel, apply fresh oil until level reaches the indicated limit. Do
not overfill.

7. Fasten the filler cap while ensuring that the o-ring is in adequate

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5.6 - Fuel Filter Cleaning and Replacement
This generator uses a two-filter system to prevent impurities from reaching the

engine.

CLEANING THE FUEL TANK PRIME FILTER
1. Inspect filter and clean as required:
e remove the fuel tank cap
e remove the prime fuel filter
e clean with fresh diesel fuel

e insert the clean filter back into the fuel tank

CLEANING THE IN-LINE FUEL FILTER
The in-line fuel filter is located below the fuel tank, inside the hose that delivers fuel
to the engine.

1. Open the side canopy door to gain access to the filter assembly.

2. Remove the metal brackets from the hose near the injection valve.

3. Place a container under the tank and drain all remaining fuel.

4. Remove the metal brackets from the hose on both sides of the filter.

5. Remove the existing fuel filter and replace with a new one, paying close

attention to the alignment of all components.
6. Reinstall brackets on the filter hose.

7. Prime the new filter by filling tank with fuel and removing air pockets.

5.8 - Checking Battery Charge

Ensure that the electric start battery remains charged to maintain start-up reliability.
Battery voltage should be checked monthly, regardless of use. The optimal charge
level is above 12V. If the charge is less than 12V, charge battery using an external

battery charger.

To prevent the battery from draining, run the generator for a minimum of 30 minutes
every month. Disconnect the battery if the generator will not be in use for long

periods of time. No electrolyte maintenance is needed for this type of battery.
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5.7 - Handling and Storage

HANDLING
1. Turn off the engine switch and the fuel valve when transporting the
generator set.

2. Keep the generator at a level position in order to prevent spillage.

STORAGE:
Before storing the generator set for an extended period:
1. Drain all fuel from the tank.
2. Drain all engine oil.
3. Disconnect electric start battery and place in a cool, dry area.
4

Clean canopy of any mud or debris.

DRAINING THE FUEL TANK
1. Turn the engine switch off.
2. Remove the fuel tank cap and the debris screen under the cap.

3. Empty the fuel tank using a siphon and an approved diesel container.

DISCONNECT ELECTRIC START BATTERY
1. Disconnect red cable from the positive battery terminal.
2. Disconnect black cable from the negative battery terminal. Store the
battery in a dry place and recharge it once a month. Do not store the

battery in an excessively warm or cold place.
